Update on the Nativity Statues

I am happy to report that we received over
$4,000 to refurbish the Nativity Statues!

Your generosity will allow us to enjoy these beautiful images
which warm our hearts with the mystery of the Incarnation. Our
artist estimates the images were made in Germany around 1900.

An artistic technique known as conservation will take place
with the statues: this involves removing all dirt and non-original
paint, repairing all damage, and matching and blending with ex-
isting paint where necessary. This will preserve the natural beauty
of the figures. Luckily, restoration was not needed: this procedure
removes everything to the base of the figure, in order for them to
be completely redone.

The additional funds collected will be saved for new items of
the Nativity Scene in the new church: this will allow us to have
platforms, new trees, as well as a large back drop to frame the
scene. The ox, Mary, Joseph, one shepherd, Baby Jesus and the
manger have been taken to the studio in Ballwin, MO; after they
are finished, we will return them and bring the next group over to
be conserved.

I feel as if I am re-living part of my childhood, waiting to see
a new Christmas gift! Indeed, this will be a marvelous Christmas
gift which many of our ancestors have enjoyed, and our descen-
dents will cherish in the future. May God graciously bless you
Jfor your generosity!
